1. Autumnfest is not responsible for accidents. All entries are responsible for their own safety precautions.
2. Entries, signed form, and fees must be postmarked by Sept 2. Entries after Sept 9 incur a $25 late fee.

3. All entry fees are non-refundable. If the parade is postponed due to weather, Autumnfest will attempt to

reschedule.

4. Throwing or tossing items is strictly prohibited. ltems must be handed out by walkers along the parade route.

5. Each year has a parade theme. Entries are encouraged to decorate accordingly and keep decorations

family-friendly.

6. All entries must be tastefully decorated. Undecorated entries may be removed at the discretion of the Parade

Director.

7. Be on time! The parade begins at 4:00 PM from the Capitol Grounds. Late arrivals will be moved to the end.

8. Dignitaries and elected officials must provide their own transportation and signage. Excessive handshaking is

discouraged.




9. Entries should keep the parade moving. Groups stopping for performances, interviews, or breakdowns should
move aside.

10. Water guns, water balloons, or similar items are prohibited.

11. Horse entries must provide their own 'Pooper Scooper' crew and equipment. Horses may assemble no more
than three abreast.
